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Two Sales Tax Holidays for Georgians
Tax Break Weekends will benefit consumers, the local economy and our environment.

ATLANTA - Georgia shoppers will enjoy two sales tax holidays this year, the “back to
school” holiday July 31st- August 3@ and the “energy efficient products” holiday October
2nd - October 5th. In addition to providing financial relief for consumers, these annual tax
exemption days have also been proven to increase the revenue of retail stores, giving our
local economy a much needed boost.

Governor Perdue signed HB 948, the sales and use bill which continues the annual “back to
school” and “energy efficient products” holidays. This year, with the signing of SB 342, water
efficient products from WaterSense will also be eligible during the tax-free weekends.

On July 315t beginning at 12:01 am, Georgia shoppers can purchase clothing, computers
and computer accessories, tax-free. Sales-tax exemption on certain items will continue
through the weekend and finish on Sunday, August 3@ at midnight.

Similarly, the annual Energy Star Sales Tax Holiday begins Thursday, October 2nd, and will
last until midnight on October 5t. Throughout that weekend, merchandise with an Energy
Star or WaterSense designation will be exempt from state sales tax.

“Tax-free weekends are a golden opportunity for families to save money and balance out
other rising costs in our daily routines, such as food, fuel medical care and groceries.” said
Georgia Watch Executive Director Allison Wall.
